Graduate Student Standards of Conduct

5.  PBU affirms the biblical teachings that a sexual relationship is intended only within a heterosexual marriage of husband 

and wife.  Students are to abstain from any type of sexual activity or immoral relationship outside of the marriage of a 

man and a woman.
